Many commissioners have commented about the lack of support and training in Commissioning when they took up their posts and therefore have had to learn on the job. In order to help define the role and provide a foundation for qualifications, a series of National Occupational Standards are in the final stages of development. This is the first opportunity for Commissioners to collectively consider the new draft National Occupational Standards for Commissioning produced by Government Skills. This workshop will;

· Examine the background and need for the National Occupational Standards;

· Summarise each of the key areas;

· Draw conclusions and consider the impact on the profession;

· Inform delegates of the next steps in forming qualifications;

· Consider the formation of a Standards Committee;

· Provide a flavour of the entrance examination and the timetable for examination;

· Consider impact for workforce development and commissioning the workforce.


The workshop is targeted at Commissioners, Workforce Development staff, Directors of Children’s 
and Adult Services, Service Managers, Procurement and Contracting Officers and policy officers.


We foresee interest from the Universities and academic institutions who are starting to run 
qualifications in Commissioning.  
In addition, Third Sector and Provider groups will have an 
interest in understanding the limits and constraints to which commissioners operate.    


Doug Forbes the IoCP Director will speak on the background and needs for the National Occupational Standards. Each area will be described in detail and the impact on the profession discussed. 


The impact on Commissioners and the profession will be described by one of our Founding members, Kit Roberts. RA Cowe, President of ICSA will describe the course being planned and also will describe the importance of a Standards Committee reinforced by the Education Committee and seek lessons for the IoCP.


The IoCP will describe the flavour of the entrance examination for accredited commissioner, the administrative arrangements and timetable. Robert Foster another IoCP Founding member will outline the Impact on Workforce Development, both within the public, provider and Third Sector.


The day will end with a Plenary session.
